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V.P. Legislative Message

The Annual Building Code Adoption Cycle for 2007, which will produce a Supplement to the newly
adopted codes, began on September 28, 2007 with State agencies submitting their proposed changes
to California Building Standards Commission. Each proposed revision will be reviewed by a technical
Code Advisory Committee, which are appointed by the Building Standards Commission. There are six
committees: Accessibility Committee; Plumbing, Electrical, Mechanical, and Energy Committee; Build-
ing, Fire, and Other Committee; Structural Design Committee; Health Facilities Committee; and the
new Green Building Committee.

The Plumbing and Mechanical Committee will be meetin% on January 10" to review the proposals and
any public comments. The public had until December 26" to submit written comments on the pro-
posed Plumbing and Mechanical revisions. There are only a few plumbing code changes being pro-
posed, the most being proposed by the Department for Housing and Community Development (HCD).
The Building Standards Commission has proposed to change the prohibiting of the use of PEX piping,
which thus caused the other State agencies to also submit changes to allow the use of PEX piping.
The HCD has submitted changes that would allow the use of air admittance valves and added a defini-
tion and standard for waterless urinals. They have also submitted changes to incorporate the recently
approved Assembly Bill 715 mandating the use 1.28GPF water closets by the year 2011. At the Janu-
ary 10™ meeting the Code Advisory Committee will recommend an action (approved, disapproved, ap-
proved as amended) to the Commission for each of the code revisions. The Building Standards Com-
mission in turn will review the recommendations and then at a later date vote on ratification.

The new Green Building Committee will be meeting on February 13" and 14" to review the proposed
new California Green Building Code and any public comments. The public has until January 29" (you
still have time) to submit written comments on the proposed new code section. You can view a copy of
the proposed code and comment form on the California Building Standards Commission’s web site
http://www.bsc.ca.gov/prpsd_stds/default.htm.
